• Avoid placing type across areas 
of best water.  Mariners need 
these areas left clear for  
plotting their course. 

• Avoid crossing tint boundaries; 
type is more easily read when 
placed against a single 
background color. 

• Avoid overprinting and  
breaking line work. 

• Avoid confusion with other 
navigational aids or features. 

• Avoid using leader arrows. 
• When possible, keep type 

parallel to the bottom neatline.   
• When applying geographic 

names, try to curve the type 
along the axis of the feature. 
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
